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Install the dual rack cabinet in the equipment rack 
Before you install an instrument into the rack adapter, install the adapter into the 
rack using the following steps: 

1. Position the dual rack cabinet so that the headphone jack(s) on the front 
of the cabinet is on the bottom. (See Figure 3.) 

 
NOTE. The MPI-RACK-MM cabinet has headphone jacks on both sides of the 
cabinet; the MPI-RACK-MW cabinet has one headphone jack on the left side of 
the cabinet. 

 

 
2. MPI-RACK-MW only: Perform the following steps if you are installing 

a WFM52x0 waveform monitor in a MPI-RACK-MW cabinet: 

a. Install the WFM52x0 bracket (item 8 in Table 4) in the right side 
of the cabinet as shown. (See Figure 3.) 

b. Use a screwdriver with a TORX T-10 tip to attach the WFM52x0 
bracket to the cabinet with four 6-32 X 0.312 screws (item 9 in 
Table 4). 

3. If desired, you can adjust the position of the handle brackets to mount the 
adapter flush with other equipment in the rack. To do this, loosen the nuts 
that attach the handle brackets to the rack adapter, adjust the position of 
the handle brackets as desired, and then tighten the nuts securely. (See 
Figure 4.) 

4. Use a screwdriver with a PosiDriv tip to attach the rack adapter assembly 
to the front frame of the rack with four 10-32 X 0.750 screws (item 6 in 
Table 4) and four shoulder washers (item 5 in Table 4). 

5. Use a screwdriver with a Phillips tip to install one guide bracket (item 7 
in Table 4) to one side of the rear frame of the rack with two 10-32 X 
0.625 screws (item 2 in Table 4) and one nut bar (item 1 in Table 4) as 
shown. (See Figure 3.) 

6. Use a screwdriver with a Phillips tip to attach the guide bracket to the 
cabinet with two 10-32 X 0.625 screws (item 2 in Table 4), two washers 
(item 4 in Table 4) and one nut bar (item 1 in Table 4). Use the holes in 
the bracket that will accommodate the depth of the instrument rack frame 
being used. Leave the screws loose. 

7. Repeat steps 5 and 6 to install the second guide bracket to the other side 
of the cabinet. 

8. Tighten all of the attaching screws that were left loose in the previous 
steps.

After you install the dual rack cabinet in the equipment rack, use these steps to 
install instrument(s) in the cabinet: 

 
CAUTION. To prevent the USB and headphone cables from being damaged, 
make sure the cables are not in the way as you slide the instrument into the rack 
cabinet. 

 

 
1. Install an MPI unit in the dual rack cabinet: (See Figure 3.) (See Figure 

4.) (See Figure 5.) 

a. Slide an MPI unit into the left slot in the dual rack cabinet. 
 

NOTE. For the MPI-RACK-MW cabinet, the MPI unit must be installed in 
the left slot of the cabinet. For the MPI-RACK-MM cabinet, you can install 
the MPI unit in the left or right slot of the cabinet. 

 

 
b. Use a screwdriver with a TORX T-15 tip to secure the instrument 

in the dual rack cabinet with two 10-32 X 0.625 screws (item 3 
in Table 4). The screws attach to the top right and bottom left 
holes in the instrument chassis as viewed from the rear. 

c. Connect the cables from the USB ports and headphone jack on 
the dual rack cabinet to the rear of the instrument. (See Figure 6.) 

d. Connect power, signal, and Ethernet cables to the instrument as 
needed. See the PRISM Installation and Safety Instructions 
manual for information about making signal connections to the 
instrument. 

2. For the MPI-RACK-MM cabinet only, repeat step 1 to install a second 
MPI unit in the right slot of the dual rack cabinet. 

3. For the MPI-RACK-MW cabinet only: 

a. Install a Telestream WFM52x0, WFM7200, or WFM8x00 
waveform monitor in the right slot of the dual rack cabinet. (See 
Figure 3.) (See Figure 4.) 

b. Use a screwdriver with a TORX T-15 tip to secure the waveform 
monitor in the dual rack cabinet with two 10-32 X 0.625 screws 
(item 3 in Table 4). The screws attach to the right and left holes 
in the middle of the instrument chassis as viewed from the rear. 

c. Connect power and signal cables to the waveform monitor as 
needed.

4. If only one instrument is installed in the MPI-RACK-MM or MPI-RACK-MW 
dual rack cabinet, use the following steps to attach a blank panel over the front 
of the empty slot. 

a. Slide the blank MPI panel (item 10 in Table 4) into the empty slot 
in the rack cabinet. 

b. Use a screwdriver with a TORX T-10 tip to attach the blank panel to 
the front frame with four 6-32 X 0.250 screws (item 11 in Table 4). 
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Remove the dual rack cabinet extender (MPI-RACK-MW only) 
Use the following steps to remove the extender from the back of the 
MPI-RACK-MW cabinet: 

1. Remove the two nuts inside each side of the extender. 

2. Slide the extender off the back of the of the dual rack cabinet.
