FlipAMac™ WMV is a collection of QuickTime™ components, which allow you to play, import, and export

Windows Media® video and audio files. FlipAMac WMV can be used with most of your favorite QuickTime
applications including QuickTime Player, iMovie and Final Cut Pro.

After installing FlipdMac WMV you can play Windows Media files using QuickTime Player and view Windows
Media content on the Internet using Safari and other Web browsers.

By upgrading Flip4AMac WMV you will be able to import Windows Media files for editing and create Windows
Media files for distribution. These features are optional, but are available in trial mode until you're ready to
purchase an upgrade.

You can purchase an upgrade online at the Flip4Mac Store or directly from the software by selecting Flip4Mac
WMV in the System Preferences application. See Upgrading Flip4AMac WMV on page 3 for more information.

Flip4Mac WMV Player

Allows you to play Windows Media in QuickTime Player, Safari and other Web browsers. In fact, you can play
Windows Media in almost any application that supports QuickTime, including Keynote and PowerPaint.

FlipdAMac WMV Player Pro
Allows you to import Windows Media video and audio for editing or conversion to other QuickTime formats.

You can import Windows Media directly into applications including Final Cut Pro, Final Cut Express HD and
iMovie. You can also convert Windows Media into other formats using QuickTime Pro, Cleaner 6 and Sorenson
Media Squeeze 4.1.

Flip4Mac WMV Studio
Adds the ability to create Windows Media files by exporting video and audio from a QuickTime application.

You can export Windows Media directly from applications like Final Cut Pro, Final Cut Express HD, QuickTime
Pro and iMovie. The export process is simplified by using preset encoding profiles.

Flip4Mac WMV Studio Pro

Adds the ability to create your own standard definition, one-pass encoding profiles.

Flip4Mac WMV Studio Pro HD

Adds the ability to create high-definition video and two-pass encoding profiles.

Installing FlipdMac WMV

FlipAMac WMV software is distributed as an Internet-enabled disk image file. When you download it, Safari
automatically mounts the disk image and runs the Flip4AMac WMV installer. Follow the instructions in the
installer to complete installation.

If you are using a different Web browser or you received the software on CD:
1. Double-click the disk image file (Flip4AMac WMV.dmg) to mount the disk image.
2. Locate and launch Flip4AMac WMV.mpkg, the installer file.

3. Relaunch your Web browser and QuickTime applications.

Note: You must restart your Web browser and all QuickTime applications for Flip4Mac WMV to work correctly.
Also, you must provide an administrator name and password during installation. If you installed FlipAMac WMV
with a QuickTime application open, you should reboot your Macintosh before using Flip4AMac WMV.

Removing Flip4dMac WMV

To remove FlipAMac WMV software from your computer:
1. Using the Finder, open the Applications > Flip4Mac folder.
2. Launch the uninstaller (Flip4Mac Uninstaller.pkg) and follow the instructions.

3. Relaunch your Web browser and QuickTime applications.

Note: The uninstaller does not remove your Flip4AMac WMV preferences or serial numbers you've purchased.
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Web Browser Support

FlipAMac WMV includes a browser plug-in that plays Windows Media streams within Safari and other Web
browsers. If Microsoft Windows Media Player 9 is installed, the FlipAMac WMV plug-in replaces the plug-in
provided by Microsoft Windows Media Player 9 for Mac OS X.

The FlipAMac WMV plug-in provides superior playback performance, but the WMV plug-in cannot play
Windows Media content that has been protected using Windows Digital Rights Management (DRM).

There are inherent differences between QuickTime streaming and Windows Media streaming, which cause
situations where the two do not work well together. Many users report problems when viewing streams with
FlipAMac WMV Player, which may be prevented by switching to the progressive download method. In order to
provide users with the best experience possible, beginning in WMV version 2.2.0.49, progressive download is
the default download method.

Advanced users can enable the streaming method, using theFlip4Mac Utility to turn the Create Streaming
Movies option on. For the best viewing experience, Creating Streaming Movies should only be enabled in
situations where it is necessary, and then turned off again.

If you want to continue using the Microsoft-supplied Web browser plug-in:
1. Run the FlipAMac WMV installer and proceed to the Installation Type phase.
2. Click Customize and un-check the Web Browser Support option.

Note: If you choose to install the Web browser support it can be enabled or disabled at any time from the
FlipdAMac WMV preference pane.

Upgrading Flip4dMac WMV

After installing FlipdMac WMV you can play Windows Media files using QuickTime Player and view Windows
Media content on the Internet using Safari and other Web browsers.

Upgrading FlipAMac WMV allows you to import Windows Media files for editing and to create Windows Media
files for distribution. To enable these features you need to purchase and activate a serial number using one of
these methods:

Purchase in System Preferences

If your computer is connected to the Internet, you can purchase a serial number directly from System
Preferences. Open System Preferences, click the Flip4AMac WMV icon and click Upgrade. Unlock the panel to
make changes, and click Purchase License.

Flip4AMac WMV adds a preference
pane so you can customize playback settings, check for software updates, and purchase feature upgrades.

Choose Apple menu > System Preferences, then click the Flip4dMac WMV icon to display the preference pane.

Note: Some Flip4AMac WMV preferences are locked. Click the lock icon and enter credentials to change them.

Deactivating a Serial Number

A FlipAMac WMV serial number can only be active on one computer at a time, but you can enter it in two or
more computers, and then activate it and deactivate it as necessary to use it on more than one computer. This
makes the use of the serial number more flexible, and avoids purchasing extra licenses.

If you want to deactivate a Flip4AMac WMV serial number on a particular computer so that you can use the
same serial number on another computer, follow these steps:

1. Open the Flip4AMac WMV preference pane and click the Upgrade tab.

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Playing Windows Media in QuickTime Player

With FlipAMac WMV installed, Windows Media files are associated with QuickTime. Opening a Windows
Media file from the Finder should automatically launch the QuickTime Player application. You can determine if
the file association is correct by examining the file icon:

A Windows Media file that is properly associated will display a QuickTime document similar to

d the one shown here.

WMV

A Windows Media file that displays this type of icon is not associated with QuickTime. Opening
this file will launch Microsoft Windows Media Player 9 for Mac OS X.

To re-associate a Windows Media file with QuickTime Player, hold down the control key and click the file icon to
display the shortcut menu. Next, choose Open with > WMV Player.

The WMV Player application changes the file association and then opens the file with QuickTime Player. For
convenience you can add the WMV Player application to your dock. Then, to re-associate a Windows Media
file simply drag and drop it onto the WMV Player icon.

Drag the WMV Player to your dock to add it there for convenience.

Re-associate a Windows Media file by dropping it onto the WMV Player icon.
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Playing Windows Media in Web Browsers

Flip4Mac WMV provides a browser plug-in, which enables you to view Windows Media in Safari and other Web
browsers. The FlipdAMac WMV plug-in plays Windows Media using the familiar QuickTime movie controller.

Media Player is installed.

If unchecked, the plug-in provided by Windows Media Player 9 for Mac OS X is used to view Windows Media
content in your browser.

Note: You must relaunch your Web browser after changing this setting.

Always show movie controller. When checked, the QuickTime movie controller is visible even when the
Web page you're viewing tries to hide it. If unchecked, the movie controller is visible only if the Web page
specifies that it should be displayed.

Maintain aspect ratio. When checked, the movie is scaled to fit the plug-in display area while maintaining the
original aspect ratio. Unused areas at the top, bottom or sides are filled with the current background color. If
unchecked, the movie is scaled to completely fill the plug-in display area.

Launch QuickTime Player. When checked, any Windows Media contained in the Web page is opened by
QuickTime Player. If unchecked, Windows Media content is played within the Web page by the plug-in.

Background Color. Allows you to change the color that fills the unused areas of the plug-in display area.
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Movie Playback Settings

The movie playback settings control how Windows Media files are converted to QuickTime movies by FlipAMac
WMV. Open the FlipdMac WMV preference pane and click the Player tab to change these settings.

Play movies automatically. When checked, Windows Media files will automatically begin playing whenever
they are opened.

Open local files immediately. When checked, Windows Media files that are local to your computer are
completely imported when they are opened. While this may cause a slight delay when the file is opened, it
ensures that the entire movie is available for editing or export.

If unchecked, all Windows Media files are imported progressively in the background, allowing the movie start
playing with minimal delay.

If unchecked, all Windows Media files are progressively downloaded from the remote server.
Open AVI Files. When checked, you can open and play AVI files that contain Microsoft MPEG-4 video.

File and Link Associations. If you run Windows Media Player on your Macintosh, it automatically associates
all WMV files with Windows Media Player. Now, you can’t automatically play WMV files using Flip4AMac WMV.
To reclaim WMV file types (both local WMV files and MMS streams in your browser), click Reclaim.
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Audio Playback Settings

The audio playback settings control how Windows Media Audio (WMA) Professional is handled by QuickTime.
Open the FlipAMac WMV preference pane and click the Audio tab to change these settings.

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Importing Windows Media (Player Pro|Studio)

When you upgrade to FlipdMac WMV Player Pro (or any WMV Studio version) you can import Windows Media
files into supported QuickTime editing applications, and convert Windows Media files into other media formats.

This example illustrates how to import a Windows Media file into iMovie:
1. Launch iMovie and select File > Import.

The Windows Media file is imported and decoded by WMV. iMovie re-encodes the media as a DV stream for
editing in iMovie. The procedure is similar for Final Cut Pro and Express: the media is re-encoded as DV/NTSC
when you render the sequence, (or other format based on your sequence timeline settings).
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Exporting Windows Media (Flip4Mac Studio)

When you upgrade to FlipdMac WMV Studio, Studio Pro or Studio Pro HD, you can create Windows Media
files directly from supported QuickTime applications. In most QuickTime applications, choose the Export
command to display a dialog similar to the one shown below:

To export a Windows Media file from a QuickTime application:
1. Display the Save exported file (or similarly named) dialog (details directly below).

Coding Method. For constant bit rate (CBR) encoding, you enter the desired bit rate and the encoder
dynamically adjusts the quality to maintain that bit rate. The encoder maintains the bit rate by adjusting the
quality of each frame or by dropping frames completely. The quality setting emphasizes which method the
encoder should use. Smoother quality produces better motion, but potentially reduces the quality of each
frame. Sharper quality produces better images, but potentially drops more frames.

When selecting variable bit rate (VBR) encoding, you set the desired quality to emphasize smoother or sharper
output. Smoother quality produces better motion, but potentially reduces the quality of each frame. Sharper
quality produces better images, but potentially drops more frames. During encoding the bit rate will vary based
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on the size, frame rate, and complexity of each frame. In two-pass VBR, you can specify the target bit rate, but
in one-pass VBR you can not edit the bit rate.

Frame Format. Determines the width, height and frame rate of the encoded video track.

(B) coded frames. This value specified the number of B frames to insert between successive | or P frames.

(output) video stream. The encoder uses this information to optimize the conversion between interlaced and
progressive formats.
